REGISTRATION OPTIONS

*** For all registrations, player families will need to remember their sports engine account and password from last year.
This would be the same account being used with other FDL youth sports. If you do not have one, simply create an account.

1) Complete all registrations from home - Go to www.fdlyouthbaseball.com and click on registration after February 1%,
Log in and follow the registration options. Select buyout (no fundraising option). Can pay by credit card on-line, pay
offline by coming to in-person registration (print registration) or pay off-line by mailing check made out to Fondy Youth
Baseball to PO Box 1131, Fond du Lac, W1 54936. Checks must be received before February 26" to avoid late fee.

2) Do all registration at home but select fundraising option to sell candy. Candy bars must be picked up at one of the in-
person registration times listed on the front of this sheet. Complete your registration at home, print out registration,
then walk in, pay, and pick up candy.

3) Register at in-person registration and we will have board members available to help walk you through registering.
This may involve a wait.
